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Increased Capacity at Sunday Worship Services

Provincial health restrictions have
been dropped as of Sunday, July 11th.

In
light of this, we can care for each other by being patient and gentle with those whose
comfort level is different than ours.

While progress is being made in our goal of returning to a more normal way of life, the
pandemic is not over yet. In order to keep each other safe, we will continue to follow
all health guidelines for public gatherings. As a reminder, here are the main ones:

1. Everyone is required to wear a mask that covers their mouth and nose for the
entire time they are at the church.

2. Everyone is required to wash their hands with sanitizer when they enter the
building.

3. Everyone is required to follow the arrows on the floor. The ushers are there to
help you. Please look to them for guidance.

4. A distance of 6 feet/2 metres is required between households.
