Fall Sermon Series in James & Hebrews: Life Together in a Season of Hardship 

Faith, Hope and Love That Endure 

Being a Christian is a way of life in the letters of James and Hebrews. God has given 

Christians a second birth, and therefore, to be a Christian, means to live, to grow, and to 

reach maturity at the end. 

This life is always a journey into deeper relationship  

with God. Hebrews exhorts the listener repeatedly to 

approach God in prayer, not to hesitate or hold back,  

but to enter and pass right in to God’s very presence. 

This closeness to God is what Jesus came to bring about.  

The Christian life is also always a life lived with others. 

Hebrews urges us to see that we are united with 

believers back in time and into the future, and that only together are we saved. 

As we listen to Hebrews, the picture begins to form of thousands of people of faith who 

have passed on faith to us. And now our calling is to encourage each other to continue in 

love, hope, and faith, so that we might in turn pass it on to the next generation. 

Waiting For the City That Is to Come 

Hebrews, like James, is written to a persecuted church. Suffering was a part of everyday 

life. As in James’ letter, the church appeared to be wavering in faith and practice. The 

believers were tempted to walk away from the church and not to make time for prayer.  

Hebrews, again, like James, urged believers to take a longer view of salvation.  

In their daily lives, God was redeeming their hardship by using it to produce holiness: lives 

of love, service, and prayer. However, Hebrews is full of warnings of real consequences if 

instead, a life produced only weeds, thorns, and thistles. Eventually, the only thing to be 

done with a field like that, is to burn it.  

Hebrews also called the church to look far into the future, just as earlier saints and 

prophets had done before them. The church had a better hope than anything the world 

could offer, a heavenly calling. They were waiting for a better country, that is, a heavenly 

one, whose architect and builder is God. 
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At the centre of all hope and love is Jesus. Jesus is the 

one who opened the way for people to enter God’s 

presence. Jesus is the one who created a way of life that 

leads to the better country. He became like us, was 

tempted, and endured suffering, so that he could help 

us. Let us, therefore, approach Jesus with boldness, so 

that we may receive mercy and find grace to help our time of need.

Hebrews 11 is a well-known chapter that looks at a 

series of imperfect people who were being remembered for their faith in God. I don’t 

know about you, but the last year and a half has been hard, and I know I’m looking 

forward to a hearing good reminder about how our faith can make a practical and positive 

difference in our lives. I want our kids to know the same. 

We are inviting kids and adults alike to choose a 

biblical hero (from Hebrews 11 or another part 

of the Bible). Individuals are invited to create a 

piece of art to share. We have 5”x7” quality art 

paper for participants to use. Participants can 

choose their own medium, such as pencil 

crayons, markers, paint, collage work, etcetera. 

The artistic creation can be accompanied by a 

title, a sentence, a paragraph, or even a poem that tells about their chosen character.  

Kids who are participating are invited to work on their art either at home or during the 

kids programming time on Sunday mornings—or both. Our hope is to have enough 

responses to create an art wall at the church and possibly even make a book of the art.

This will automatically transfer funds 
from your account into the FBC Regina account on a regular basis. Please email the church 
or contact the Treasurer if you would like to set up PAR, or change your commitment.

 Use a credit or debit card via FBC ChurchTrac (the church is charged a fee of 
approximately 3% for each donation)
